SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT                                                                                    March 5, 2023 
 

  From the shining cloud, the Father’s voice is heard: This is my beloved Son, hear him. 
 

Today's Gospel portrays Jesus as a new and greater Moses. Moses also took three 
companions up a mountain and on the seventh day was overshadowed by the shin-
ing cloud of God's presence. He too spoke with God and his face and clothing were 
made radiant in the encounter. In Jesus' transfiguration today, He is revealed as the 
One through whom God fulfills his divine plan from of old. Jesus is also the "beloved 
son" promised to Abraham and again to David. Jesus is this prophet and this servant, 
as the Voice on the mountain tells us today. But as children, we go forth as the Lord 
directs us and we must: "Listen to Him!"

Like the sun… In Scripture, 
the mountain is always the 
place of revelation.  It is 
men like Moses (Ex 19) and 
Elijah (1 Kings 19) whom 
God encounters.  It is also 
told that Moses’ face was 
transfigured by that encoun-
ter.  The magnificence of 
divine revelation is also 
communicated to those who receive it and become 
the mediators of God’s word.  Jesus shines like 
the sun before the eyes of three disciples reveal-
ing God’s presence especially.  This is under-
scored even more by the fact that Moses and Eli-
jah appear and engage with him.  They represent 
the law and the prophets, that is, divine revelation 
before Jesus.  Jesus is the ultimate manifestation 
of God.  This is what the bright cloud-the place of 
divine presence (as in Ex 19) - demonstrates, from 
where a voice designates Jesus as God’s royal 
servant.  To this is added, Deuteronomy 18:15, the 
exhortation to listen to Jesus and his teaching.
