I am the light of the world, says the Lord; whoever follows me will have the light of life. 
 

The blind man in today's gospel stands for all humanity. "Born totally in sin" he is made a 
new creation by the saving power of Christ. As God fashioned the first man from the clay of 
the earth, Jesus gives the blind man new life by anointing his eyes with clay. As God 
breathed the spirit of life into the first man, the blind man is not healed until he washes in 
the waters of Siloam, a name that means "Sent." In the sacrament of Baptism Jesus has 
refreshed our souls. He has anointed our heads with the oil of Confirmation and spread the 
Eucharistic table before us. With the once-blind man, we enter His house to give God the 
praise, to renew and profess our faith: "I do believe!"

Let there be light … 
The "light" is one of the origi-
nal symbols of Scripture. It 
proclaims God's salvation. It 
is not without reason that 
light was the first to be creat-
ed to put an end to the dark-
ness of chaos (Gen. 1:3-5). 
Here is the profession of faith 
of the author of the Psalms, 
"The Lord is my light and my 
salvation, of whom shall I be 
afraid?" (Ps. 28:1). There-
fore, one should not be surprised if the Gospel of 
St. John refers the symbol of light to Jesus. Already 
its prologue says of the divine Word, the Logos: "In 
him was life, and the life was the light of men; the 
light shines in the darkness, but the darkness did 
not receive it" (Jn. 1:4-5). Light is that which illumi-
nates the darkness, that which frees from the fear 
that darkness inspires, that which gives direction 
and enables one to recognize the goal and the way. 
Without light, there is no life. The account of the 
healing of the blind man is a "story of signs" charac-
teristic of St. John. Jesus is "the light of the world", 
that he is the revelation in person and the salvation 
of God - offered to all.
