FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT                                                                                                    March  26, 2023 
 

I am the resurrection and the life, says the Lord: whoever believes in me will not die forever. 
 

Like the blind man in last week's readings, Lazarus represents all humanity. He stands 
for "dead man"—for all those Jesus loves and wants to liberate from the bands of sin 
and death. Like the man's birth in blindness, Lazarus' death is used by Jesus to reveal 
"the glory of God". Jesus' words and deeds give life to those who believe. If we be-
lieve, we will see that He calls us out of death and into new life. He has opened the 
graves that we may rise, put His Spirit in us that we may live. The same Spirit that 
raised Jesus from the dead will give life to us.

“Lazarus, come out!” 
The account of the resurrection of 
Lazarus is one of the "sign stories" 
told by St. John. It is here about pre-
senting Jesus, the victor over death. 
The story culminates in Jesus' state-
ment about himself, "I am the resur-
rection and the life. Whoever believes in me will not 
die eternally".  That God has the power to over-
come death is already the conviction of the late Old 
Testament accounts.  In his "Revelation," Isaiah ex-
pects God to suppress death forever, to wipe away 
the tears on all faces (Is 25:8). And finally, the book 
of Daniel predicts that the dead will rise again - 
some to eternal life, others to eternal horror (Dan 
12:2). The one who believes in Jesus already has a 
share in these end-time gifts. He possesses an 
"endless life" that physical death cannot destroy. In 
Jesus, God's revelation, salvation is present, and 
he who is associated with him can no longer be 
handed over to the powers of death.
