Lord Jesus, make your word plain to us; make our hearts burn with love when you speak. 
 
The story of the two disciples of Emmaus is also the story of us Christians who, along dif-
ferent paths, forsake him because of our frailty, whenever in our lives "evening comes," 
whenever it seems to us that the day of our faith is "now waning." When in the "breaking of 
bread" by the stranger the eyes of the disciples are opened, and they realize that "their 
hearts were burning in their breasts" as they listened to him explain the Scriptures. In that 
burning heart, we can see the history and discovery of every vocation, which is ever more 
certain and strong perception that the Eucharist and the Lord's Passover are always the 
most intense sign of his presence.

In the breaking of bread … 
The Emmaus scene is 
a masterpiece of litur-
gical and missionary 
catechesis. The crisis 
of the cross seems to 
have buried all hope. 
Christ's call reaches 
us on the road of our 
journey of life and 
faith. Jesus comes not 
from the face but from 
behind, as the Greek text says, and walks 
beside us as a stranger. The passage to 
recognition needs the explanation of Scrip-
ture. Only the Risen One is the proper inter-
preter, who reveals himself in the sign of 
the broken bread. Jesus, however, disap-
pears. The Church cannot hold Jesus in the 
historical visibility of before. It must know 
and believe that he is alive and present in 
the Eucharist. The disciples understand and 
return to Jerusalem to share the witness 
with the apostles. Emmaus is assurance 
that in the liturgy of the Word and in the 
breaking of bread in the Eucharist, we can 
truly encounter Christ and find faith and 
hope again.
