He later 
travelled to Italy, met St. Fran-
cis of Assisi and became a 
Franciscan Friar.  He was an 
accomplished biblical scholar.  
A great preacher & advocate of 
the poor.  St. Anthony died in Padua, Italy at the 
age of 36.
