With the Lord, there is mercy and fullness of redemption. 

 
The Canaanite woman in today’s Gospel calling to Jesus as Son of David, this foreign-
er shows her great faith in God’s covenant with Israel. Jesus test her faith three times. 
He refuses to answer her cry. Then, he tells her His mission is only to Israelites. Final-
ly, he uses “dog”. An epithet used to disparage non-Israelites. Yet she persists, believ-
ing that He alone offers salvation. In Jesus, God makes known among all the nations 
His way and His salvation. Jesus came first to restore the Kingdom of Israel. But his 
ultimate mission was the reconciliation of the world, as Paul declares in today’s Epistle.

LORD HAVE MERCY.  
God comes to us, but we do not 
always meet him. He manifests 
Himself in many ways, but He is 
not always recognized and wel-
comed by His people. In today's 
Gospel, we see Jesus setting out 
to an unexpected place: the region between Tyre 
and Sidon, inhabited by pagans. He is met by a 
Canaanite woman who did not belong to Israel. 
The woman is driven to Jesus by her needs, not 
by faith. What her needs are and what her 
daughter's needs are is clear, especially since 
the woman expresses them loudly, with violent 
insistence. The woman, however, expresses not 
only and above all her own needs: she recogniz-
es, in fact, Jesus as Lord, as the son of David. 
Her cry of despair is thus purified into prayer. Af-
ter all, when we say or sing at Mass, "Lord, have 
mercy," we too repeat, in a sense, the words and 
veneration of the Canaanite woman
