Without 
denying the value of individual prayer, prayer done together is more important be-
cause it involves the "added value" of Jesus' presence. Moreover, even when pray-
ing alone the Christian never forgets that he belongs to a community; even if he 
prays alone he does not say "My Father ...," but always "Our Father," as Jesus 
taught us.
