Today’s liturgy points out that there must be a connection between what we say and what we do. Jesus criticized 
the religious leaders of his day because they shirked their responsibility and only thought that they wanted to do 
God’s will. Their promises were empty because they did not keep them and as a result their journey to God was go-
ing nowhere. In a ringing denunciation, Christ stated that their observance of the law was an outward show and that 
there was more honesty and a greater readiness to accept the call for repentance among outcasts. ‘I tell you sol-
emnly, tax collectors and prostitutes are making their way into the kingdom of heaven before you.’ This is a story for 
all ages.

Which son are you? 
The parable of the two sons must 
be read from this perspective. 
Many times, there can be a form 
of attunement that is only appar-
ent, because ultimately con-
cerned, between our will and that 
of the Father. We can say spe-
cious and superficial "yeses" to 
Him, unrepented in the sunshine 
of that true inner obedience, 
which can only be the fruit of a deep conversion to 
God. A disobedient form of obedience because it 
does not touch the roots of our hearts and does not 
change our existence. The parable makes us real-
ize how real is also for us the danger of participat-
ing, with apparent docility, throughout our lives in 
liturgical celebrations and Church activities, without 
ever becoming true Christians.
