By interpreting the law, the 
Pharisees obtained a metic-
ulous casuistry that made 
the yoke of the law unbear-
able. That is why they 
could not understand Jesus, 
who, according to them, 
broke the Sabbath rest by healing the sick on the 
Sabbath, and by saying that the Son of Man was 
master of the Sabbath and that this day, so im-
portant, was made for man, and not the other 
way around ... (Mt 12:8; Mk 2:27). Jesus un-
packs the very complicated repertoire of pre-
cepts and sums it up in the love of God and 
neighbor above all else. He considers that this is 
the first commandment, from which all others 
are derived. For a Christian, a concrete way to 
live is out of love and to die out of love.
