One must pass to the other 
shore. 
Jesus invites his Church to put out 
to sea and "pass on" to the other 
shore. This is an invitation to 
Easter that is a "passing" The oth-
er shore is God's shore, the shore 
that cannot be seen and whose 
path Jesus reveals. The boat crosses the lake 
with the disciples and Jesus is the Church. Like 
Noah's ark, it was built specifically to "pass 
through." The forces of evil rage against it. And 
Jesus is asleep. Jesus' absence weighs enor-
mously on the hearts of the faithful: not seeing Je-
sus, they are afraid and even go as far as to think 
that they would never be able to make the cross-
ing and that they should never have set sail in that 
boat. Jesus saves his Church from all the storms 
that threaten to sink her. Jesus calls us to have 
faith. The fear of death, which is negative, is then 
replaced by the fear of God, which is the Savior's 
presence. This is our situation: the weakness of 
our boat draws strength from Christ's presence: 
he is with us and saves us.
