Show us your steadfast love, O Lord, and grant us your salvation. 
 

Mark’s Gospel tells us that Jesus sent out the Twelve. Mark notes that these twelve are also called “apostles.” The 
word apostle means “one who is sent.” The number twelve is also symbolic, representing the twelve tribes of Israel. 
By naming twelve apostles, Jesus shows his mission to be in continuity with the mission of God’s people, Israel. Je-
sus’ instructions to the apostles are very specific. He repeats the task they are sent to preach and share his authori-
ty to heal and drive out demons. Jesus continues to send us into the world as his disciples. But like the first disci-
ples, we are not sent alone. The Spirit will guide us.
