    FOOD OF ETERNAL LIFE

The food, whether of plant 
or animal origin, on which 
we feed, nourishes and 
sustains us. Jesus ad-
dresses this essential fact 
of our human condition by 
reversing its scope: we 
must feed on himself, his 
flesh and blood, if we are to 
begin to know the fullness 

of life. We live like this forever: the food is different, 
just as the life it gives us is different. This new kind 
of food has, on the believer, an immediate effect 
and is, at the same time, a promise for the future. 
When we eat the natural food, we are integrated 
into the biological cycle; through the transformation 
of biological laws, however, we receive divine life, 
we are introduced into the very life of God. Just as 
what we eat and drink, assimilated, becomes part 
of us, so, by receiving in the sacrament the flesh 
and blood of Christ, we are "incorporated" into him.
