The apostle Peter offers us in today's gospel an answer that enables us to overcome the conditioning of 
history and culture to discover anew that Jesus has words of eternal life. The crowd was waiting for a 
messiah to triumph; those who followed Jesus had this illusion. Peter be-
comes a timid spokesman for a group of men called to become light, salt and 
leaven in history. Eternity is present today, in the life we live; it is the Lord's 
words that reveal this to us. To affirm that Jesus' words are spirit and are life 
is to declare that his word acts and creates the spirit of eternal life precisely in 
our life.

IT’S NOT EASY TO BELIEVE 
It is not easy to believe in our world 
today. The truth that is revealed to 
us by God in Jesus Christ often ap-
pears to the men and women of 
our time to be “untenable talk,” 
which none of our knowledgeable 
contemporaries can be asked to 
believe. So it is, for example, with 

the doctrine of the real presence of the Lord's body 
and blood in the holy Eucharist. It seems to be a 
challenge to common sense, to reason, to science. 
We say, “Seeing is believing,” exactly what St. 
Thomas said, “Unless I see ... and put forth my 
hand, I will not believe.” Jesus reminds us that the 
body he is talking about is his resurrected body that 
has ascended to heaven, liberated in the resurrec-
tion from the limitations of space and time, filled 
and transformed by the Holy Spirit. This resurrected 
body can be touched and grasped personally by 
every man and woman of every time and place, be-
cause the Spirit extends, powerfully, from one end 
of our universe to the other.
