Praise the Lord, O my soul! 
 
In today's Gospel, Jesus observes that those who were rich contributed large sums to the treasury. Those with less 
means made smaller contributions. A similar situation exists in most of our parishes as well. Jesus calls attention, 
however, to a poor widow who makes the smallest of contributions—two coins of little value. Jesus upholds the poor 
widow’s offering for his disciples’ consideration, commending her because her small offering was an act of pro-
found generosity, giving from her livelihood rather than her surplus. Jesus demonstrates the ultimate act of generosi-
ty and trust in God as he gives his life to us on the cross.

Jesus contrasts 
two types of be-
havior. The first is 
that of the preten-
tious scribes who 
strut and use reli-
gion to make a 
point. Jesus 
takes up this atti-
tude and con-
demns it without mercy. The second attitude, on the 
other hand, is that of the poor widow who, in the 
eyes of men, performs a derisory act but, for her, 
is fraught with consequences in that she deprives 
herself of what she needs. Jesus praises this atti-
tude and points to it as an example to his disciples 
for its impressive authenticity. It is not what men 
notice that has value in God's eyes, for God does 
not judge by appearance but looks at the heart (1 
Sam 16:7). Jesus wants us to look into ourselves. 
Salvation is not about success, much less about 
appearances. Salvation requires man to conform 
his actions to love. When faith reaches that point 
everything is possible.
