In the desert, the promise 
 

The second Sunday of Advent pre-
sents the figure of John the Baptist 
as a sign of the coming of God's 
salvation. The story experiences its 
climax here: the most awaited and 
desired moment, the moment of the 
announcement of God's beginning kingdom: the 
Messiah is coming. In the wilderness, John de-
nounces and remembers his people's most partic-
ular religious identity: the God of Israel is faith-
ful to his bond and keeps his promises of salva-
tion. He summons His followers into the wilder-
ness to announce to them the coming of the Mes-
siah. But God always expects a minimum of co-
operation and conversion from man, the purifica-
tion of his sins, and the effort to overcome the 
obstacles that prevent him from seeing the dawn 
of salvation.
