May all the earth give you worship and praise, and break into song to your name, O Lord 
 
Marriage and wedding feasts are metaphors used in Scripture to describe God's salvation and the Kingdom 
of God. Here at the beginning of Jesus' public ministry, John's Gospel seeks to establish that Jesus is going 
to re-interpret and fulfill Yahweh's promise to Israel. Jesus establishes the New Covenant. A hint about 
what this New Covenant will be like is made evident in the deed that Jesus performs. Jesus' miracle produc-
es vast quantities of wine—six jars holding thirty gallons each are filled to overflowing with choice wine. 
This lavish response to a simple human need is a vision for us of the abundance of God's kingdom.

Faith and miracles. 
My hour has not come, Je-
sus says to Mother. What 
is the “hour?” For John it is 
the crucial moment, of Cal-
vary first; the eye of the 
needle through which the 
whole of history, of all men 
and of all times, must pass 
to be turned around; but the hour is also the time of 
the public mission that prepares for it: that is the 
time of signs, of miracles!   The very human miracle 
of Cana is a miracle of Mary's faith. As it will be for 
the Canaanite woman and the centurion, Mary's 
faith obtains from the Father that Jesus anticipates 
the hour. And we see the strength of the “woman” 
who opens here at the banquet of Cana and closes 
under the cross at the end of the “hour.” The 
strength of faith also shines in the joy of the table 
master as he tastes the good wine: God's compan-
ionship with man is most human and integral. “Not 
of bread alone,” Jesus will say, but in the mean-
time, he provides the diners, who cheer the newly-
weds, with excellent wine.
