Without exception, each of us needs to make a better effort in caring, sharing, 
loving and being available to our neighbor. Lent is an opportunity to take a hard look at our lives and ask how we 
stand before God right now. The challenge confronting us is to allow the grace of God to fertilize the soil around our 
hearts in the expectation that it will produce good fruit.
