FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT                                                                              March 30, 2025 
 

I will get up, go to my Father, and say to him: Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you. 
 
The Father in the story is someone whose love never changes and is always present as much when the son goes off 
as when he returns. That’s where the gospel story tells us something about the gracious goodness of God. His love 
for us remains; he is always willing to forgive. Lent is a time for growing in an appreciation of the beautiful and 
comforting truth that every person has a place in the heart of God. The gospel tells us what 
coming home to God is really like. The Fourth Sunday of Lent is traditionally called “Laetare 
Sunday.” Laetare is a Latin word that means “rejoice.” Great joy is present in the heart of the 
Father and us when we return to Him.

Easter with the Father 
 

The father does not prevent his se-
cond son from departing from him. 
He respects his freedom. But he 
never tires of waiting, until the ti-
me when he can embrace him 
again, back home. In the face of 
the father's love, the son's sin is 
evident. The suffering and hardships endured by 
the younger son are the consequence of his desi-
re for independence and autonomy, and abando-
nment of his father. The longing for lost commu-
nion awakens in him another desire: to resume 
the path of the family hearth. This desire of the 
heart, aroused by grace, is the beginning of the 
conversion that we continually ask God for. We 
are always sure of the Father's acceptance. The 
figure of the elder brother reminds us that we do 
not truly behave as sons and daughters if we do 
not have the same feelings as the father. Forgive-
ness comes through the recognition of the need 
to be constantly welcomed by the Father. Only in 
this way does Easter become for the Christian a 
feast of forgiveness received and of true brothe-
rhood.
