EASTER SUNDAY OF THE RESURRECTION OF THE LORD                         April 20, 2025

The resurrection of Jesus is the story of the unexpected. On the first day of the week, just as the dawn was breaking, 
Mary Magdalena came to the place where the body of Jesus was laid and discovered that the stone had been rolled 
back, the linen clothes were lying on the ground, and the body of Jesus was missing. She hur-
ried to tell Peter and John, who were amazed at what had happened. Up until that moment, 
they had failed to understand the teaching of scripture that Christ must rise from the dead. 
The resurrection is hard to grasp, yet it is the central mystery of our redemption. So let’s pray 
this Easter Day with a cheerful voice: Lord, we are your people, open up our hearts and in-
crease the gift of your life within us. Let’s dance our way to life!
