He helps us! 
An ancient legend has it that 
St. John the Evangelist, old 
and now on his deathbed, 
kept murmuring, “My chil-
dren, love one another, love 
one another....” It is never so 
necessary to speak of love as 
where there is none. It is the

But on this very point, 
John's Gospel makes an important distinction: 
there is a peace of Jesus and another peace, gi-
ven by the world. God sent us the Holy Spirit to 
teach us his will. His Spirit also teaches us to pe-
netrate the meaning of words. We can then turn 
to him when we are disoriented, when we feel 
weak, when we no longer know what to do. He 
helps us!
