The Eucharist school of life 
 
Let us honour and adore to-
day the “Body of the Lord,” 
broken and given for the sal-
vation of all people, made 
food to sustain our “life in the 
Spirit.” Jesus multiplied the 
loaves and fishes to feed the crowd that followed 
him: physical food acts in me even when I do 
not think about it, even when I sleep, it is trans-
formed into flesh, blood, vital energies. Spiritual 
food is different: Christ wants to transform my 
life into His. Our relationship with God is 
shrouded in mystery. If I look at myself, I always 
find myself small, imperfect, sinful, and full of 
limitations. Yet God loves me, as He loves all 
people, to the point of making Himself our food 
and drink, to communicate His divine life to us. 
The Eucharist is not credible if it remains a ritu-
al, the memory of something that happened two 
thousand years ago. Instead, it is a “school of 
life,” a proposal of love that involves all of life 
according to the example Jesus left us.
