The biblical texts that 
convey this Sunday's 
message teach us that the 
God of the Trinity loves 
to visit humanity from 
time to time, because His 
presence is an honour 
and a blessing. At the ti-
me of the patriarchs, he 
visits Abraham and promises a son to Sa-
rah, who has not yet had one. Jesus, for his 
part, exalts two women, Mary and Martha, 
honouring them with his visit and his 
word. The account of this visit shows us 
that welcoming Jesus is the most impor-
tant thing in life. The God of the Trinity 
continues to visit mankind today. Often, 
we only realize God's presence after He 
visits us. On this day, our Lord and Savior 
invites us to receive him. He is the priest, 
the announcer, and the guest of this liturgi-
cal feast. Let us rejoice in this honour, li-
sten attentively to his word, and celebrate 
today's communion with him with an atti-
tude of veneration. But above all, let us ta-
ke to heart what he tells us, because it is 
the living word for us.
