control their own lives and not be com-
pletely dependent on others. To this extent, 
possessions are necessary for a decent ex-
istence. Jesus does not question the proper 
use of possessions and wealth. But he af-
firms that possessions and wealth often 
lead people to feel distant from God and 
their neighbors, to think that they are se-
cure. Furthermore, for many people, mate-
rial success is a symbol of God's blessing. 
Now, for us too, the main commandment 
is the ultimate criterion by which our lives 
will be judged. By helping those who are 
in distress and sharing generously, we will 
be truly rich: rich in the eyes of God.
