We are all familiar with today’s gospel passage which encourages the practice of humility. At a ban-
quet to which he is invited, Jesus is not at all impressed by the sight of the guests pushing them-
selves forward, scrambling for the good seats and skillfully maneuvering 
themselves into the places of honor. He comments about good manners at 
the table and concludes with an invitation to an even greater banquet to 
which we are all called – the eternal banquet in the kingdom of heaven.

Humility exalts us 
“Whoever exalts himself will be 
humbled, and whoever hum-
bles himself will be exalted.” A 
meditation on the greatness of 
God and the smallness of man, 
eternity and the limitations of 
time, the hope of paradise and 
the threat posed by our weak-
nesses, the beauty of holiness 
and the horror of sin. “Whoever 
humbles himself will be exalt-
ed.” To become humble, we 
must begin to love. That is what Jesus did. Love led 
him to seek out the sick, sinners, and the suffering. 
The same love led him, without hesitation, to his goal, 
Calvary, where “he humbled himself, becoming obedi-
ent unto death, even death on a cross.” Humility was 
an attitude characteristic of the Blessed Mother who, 
because of her purity, was pleasing to God and, be-
cause of her humility, drew God to herself, for God 
“resists the proud, but gives grace to the humble.” 
“Whoever humbles himself will be exalted.” How can 
we put this phrase from the Gospel into practice? 
Every person is our Lord, and in each of them we 
have the privilege of serving Jesus.
