Hearing the Gospel of this Sunday's liturgy speak of "fire thrown on the earth" in the middle of summer almost 
seems like an ironic choice on the part of the Church. With heat waves becoming increasingly muggy and annoying, 
even the Gospel is in danger of sounding annoying to us! The heat of the fire that Je-
sus came to bring to earth is more like the heat of love than physical and meteorolog-
ical heat. Jesus does not want to raise the temperature of the air but that of the heart, 
that of faith. Jesus wants disciples warmed by the Gospel and eager for it to move 
their lives and the lives of the world around them.
