THE EXALTATION OF THE HOLY CROSS                                                 September 14, 2025 

 
The Feast of the Holy Cross, or Feast of the Cross, commemorates the 
cross used in the crucifixion of Jesus. In the Christian liturgical calendar, 
there are several different celebrations which honor and celebrate the cross 
used in the crucifixion. Unlike Good Friday, which is dedicated to the pas-
sion of Christ and the crucifixion, these feast days celebrate the Cross it-
self, as the sign of salvation. “Being Christian”, Pope Benedict XVI wrote, 
“is not the result of an ethical choice or a lofty idea, but the encounter with 
an event”.

With this feast, the Church in-
vites us to receive this divine wisdom, which 
Mary lived fully at the Cross: the suffering of the 
world, folly and scandal, becomes, in the blood 
of Christ, a cry of love and a seed of glory for 
each of us.
