More here than there 
Jesus calls us to think about our 
future life. It is a challenging 
topic, but it comes from the lips 
of Jesus. The rich man, who did 
not practice charity during his 
earthly life, suffers irreme-
diably in the afterlife. He, like 
his brothers, knew the law and 
the prophecies. We too are warned: we cannot 
change the law of Christ, entrusting ourselves to 
a “mercy” that has no counterpart in our charity. 
While we are here, we have time to do good, be-
cause afterwards it will be too late. Jesus also 
gives meaning to Lazarus' sufferings: earthly in-
justices will be amply compensated in the next 
life, the only one that matters. We have a duty to 
make known to everyone, beginning with the 
people we love, the logic of divine justice: this is 
the most exquisite form of charity.
