A GLASS OF HUMILITY 
 
The word of the Lord that in-
vited us last Sunday to perse-
vere in prayer we must certain-
ly pray, and pray insistently. 
But this is not enough; we 
must pray more and more. And 
the first adornment of prayer is 
the quality of humility: being 
convinced of one's own pov-
erty. God, as the reading from 
Sirach reminds us, hears the prayer of the poor, 
especially the poor in spirit, like the tax collector 
in the parable. The prayer of the tax collector, 
which Jesus approves, does not start from his 
merits or his perfection, but from the saving jus-
tice of God, who, in his love, can compensate 
for the lack of personal merits: and it is this di-
vine justice that allows the tax collector, without 
any merits to his credit, to return home “made 
righteous,” “justified.
