If we do not live each 
day according to God's 
judgment, no one can use 
the lifestyle of “others” 
as an excuse: no one can 
hide behind others to 
escape the danger of 
being forgotten by the 
Lord. Salvation and judgment are closely 
related; they shake us in the midst of our 
lives: both in times of great catastrophe 
and in the course of our daily work. One is 
taken, finds escape, is saved; another is 
abandoned. But not being a hindrance 
clearly does not depend on the approval of 
others. It is man himself who holds his 
own salvation or damnation in his hands. 
That is why, as is often the case in the Go-
spel, this passage ends with a call to vigi-
lance.
