Produce fruit worthy of 
conversion! 
St. Matthew's words give us 
an idea of the great im-
portance of John the Baptist, 
his influence, and his work 
as a baptizer. In the words of 
the evangelist Matthew, we 
read of the conviction that 
Israel finds itself in a hope-
less situation. There is no longer the collective 
security that came from belonging to the lineage 
of Abraham. Everyone's future depends on their 
own actions: “Produce fruit worthy of conver-
sion!” However, the future is also in God's 
hands, that is, in the hands of the one who will 
come after John: the hand that separates the 
wheat from the chaff will soon do its work. The 
coming judgment is also the reason why John 
calls for conversion. Even though John the Bap-
tist does not yet have a clear idea of the one who 
will come after him, he knows one thing: he is 
the strongest. To judge is to make a choice. 
Thus, to prepare for judgment is to make a deci-
sion.
