Who is Jesus? 
 
When Jesus gives his an-
swer to John the Baptist's 
messengers, his words are 
reminiscent of those of a 
prophet. It must become 
clear that past hopes are 
fulfilled in Jesus, even if 
many things remain unful-
filled. Not all the sick have been healed, not eve-
rything has become good. As for those for whom 
this is not enough, Jesus asks them what they ac-
tually came to see. For well-dressed people can 
be found everywhere. But if it was a prophet 
they wanted to see, they saw him! They were 
right to go and see John the Baptist, for the law 
and the prophets had designated him. Yet the 
people followed him as children would dance in 
the market square without caring who was play-
ing the flute. Often people do not know what 
they want. They run after anyone who promises 
them something special.
