All nations 
now are called to belong to Jesus Christ, to enter the House of David and the Kingdom of God, the Church. 
In the Eucharist, the everlasting covenant is renewed, and the Advent promise of a virgin with child—God 
with us—continues until the end of the age.

Divine and human history 
 
The story that God began 
with Abraham has now 
reached its goal in Jesus 
Christ. The goal is not the 
end of history, for history 
continues, but in a new way. 
It shows us how new this 
story is with the “birth of 
Jesus Christ.” The Gospel of Matthew says: 
“Joseph, the husband of Mary, of whom Jesus 
was born.” But who is the real father of Jesus? 
And the answer is absolutely clear: it is “by the 
Holy Spirit” that Mary is expecting a child. But 
the text undoubtedly expresses something more. 
It is not because he was conceived in this ex-
traordinary way that Jesus is the goal of the hi-
story of Israel and the foundation of a new com-
munity; rather, it is a matter of understanding 
that in Jesus, God has united himself with us hu-
mans, as a final and eternal remedy. That is why 
Mary's son must bear the name Jesus, meaning 
“The Lord saves,” and that is why we can also 
call Jesus Emmanuel, which translates as “God 
is with us.” This is the message with which Mat-
thew begins his Gospel.
