THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD—A             January 11,  2026     
 

The heavens were opened and the Father’s voice was heard this is my beloved Son, hear him. 
 

Today’s feast is a powerful reminder of the vocation to which we are called. It 
recalls our own baptism in consecrated waters which cleansed our souls from the 
state of sin and was the beginning of our relationship with God. The seeds of the 
Christian life are sown in baptism which means we belong to God’s family, can 
call God, ‘Father’ and Jesus Christ ‘our brother’. Like Christ we have been cho-
sen for a mission in the world of our time. The carrying out of that mission will 
only be possible if we are prepared to live in accordance with God’s will. The 
sacrament is the planting of the seed of Christian life which grows and bears fruit 
as we develop our relationship with God.

Jesus asks John to baptize him, 
but he has no need of such a 
baptism of repentance because, 
from the beginning, everything 
is fulfilled and the Holy Trinity 
that he came to reveal is mani-
fested. John invited the people 
to prepare for the imminent co-
ming of the Messiah. He is granted the privilege of 
contemplating what every man who prays and con-
templates aspires to: John perceives and welcomes 
the mystery of God. He then perceives the presence 
of the Spirit resting on the surface of the water, the 
mother of all life (Gen 1:2). It is the Spirit who de-
scended upon Mary, generating in her human and 
divine life (Lk 1:35). It is the Spirit who will one 
day descend upon the apostles so that they may ferti-
lize the earth and give it eternal life (Acts 2:4). We 
too have been baptized “in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit” (Mt 28:19). 
And, according to the promise, the Holy and Divine 
Trinity makes its home in us (Jn 14:23). It tran-
sforms our lives, entrusting them to God and dra-
wing us to him with the power of the resurrection, 
the true light, Christ, the Savior King.
