The evangelist Matthew, 
drawing on an image 
from the book of Isaiah, 
tells us what Jesus is for 
us: light. In our lives, we 
often see darkness, resi-
stance, difficulties, unre-
solved tasks that pile up 
before us like an enor-
mous mountain, pro-
blems with our children 
or friends, loneliness, 
unpleasant work... It is Jesus who brings light 
into the darkness of our lives. It is neither our 
work, nor our knowledge, nor our success that 
saves us. Because the value of our life is not ba-
sed on what we do, nor on the consideration or 
influence we acquire. It takes on its full value 
because God watches over us and is always with 
us. His light penetrates our deepest darkness, 
even where we have lost all hope. The vast mul-
titude in darkness has seen a bright light; a light 
has appeared to those who were in the dark 
realm of death!
