How & when to receive Communion - Tips 
 
In the Catholic faith, Communion is 
the central part of the Mass. To re-
ceive the Eucharist, you must, among 
other requirements, be a baptized 
Catholic and free of any grave sins. 
Catholics take communion either in 
their hands or on their tongue. So, 
when you leave your pew and proceed 
to the front of the church altar with the 
rest of the congregation you bow 
when you reach the priest or Extraor-
dinary Minister of Eucharist, then hold 
out either your hands or tongue to receive the host that is 
the Body of Christ. Say, “Amen,” which means, “I be-
lieve” after the priest says, “The Body of Christ,” then 
accept the host and placed in your mouth immediately if 
you received on your hands. Communion can be taken at 
any mass you attend. If you wish to have the host handed 
to you, hold out your hands, left on top of right. Do not 
take the host from the priest or minister but rather allow 
them to place it in your hand. Return to your seat and 
pray. This is a time to reflect and thank Jesus for coming 
to you in the Holy Eucharist. (More to follow next Sun-
