Whoever drinks the water that I shall give him will never be thirsty again. 
 

Jesus longs to give the Samaritan woman the living waters that well up to eternal 
life. The Samaritans were Israelites who escaped exile when Assyria conquered 
the Northern Kingdom and they were worshipping at Mount Gerazim, not Jerusa-
lem. But Jesus tells the woman that the "hour" of true worship is coming when all 
will worship God in Spirit and truth. Jesus' "hour" is the "appointed time" of his 
death and resurrection. Jesus calls us to believe: "I am He." He came to pour out 
the love of God into our hearts through the Holy Spirit. Do we believe him?

How & when to receive Communion – Tips    
Accept Communion in a state of 
grace, without mortal sin. The Eu-
charist may not be received by a per-
son who’s committed a mortal sin 
and hasn’t repented. If you have 
committed a mortal sin, you must go 
to Reconciliation or Confession and 
repent before receiving the Holy 
Communion. A mortal sin is a major sin which has 
seriously damaged your relationship with God and 
fulfills 3 requirements: full knowledge of the sin’s 
grave nature, complete and unhindered consent to 
sin, and grave matter. Believe in the doctrine of 
transubstantiation. You must believe in transub-
stantiation, which means that the bread and wine are 
transformed into the body, blood, soul, and divinity 
of Christ. The offerings only appear as bread and 
wine but are believed to be parts of Christ himself. 
This is an important aspect of the Catholic faith, and 
of Communion. For Catholics, there’s not much 
point in taking Communion if you don’t believe this. 
Fast for an hour before taking Communion. This 
is known as the “Eucharistic Fast,” and is a show of 
faith, reverence, and devotion. It means you cannot 
eat or drink anything for at least one hour before tak-
ing Communion. Water and medicine are excluded 
from the fast. Those who are elderly or ill can be ex-
cused from fasting. Please no gum-chewing during 
the Mass. This practice began in 393 and was insti-
tuted at the Council of Hippo, then affirmed in 397 
at the Third Council of Carthage. (More to follow
