The blind man in today's gospel stands for all humanity. "Born totally in sin" he is made a new creation. As God 
fashioned the first man from the clay of the earth, Jesus gives the blind man new life by anointing his eyes with clay. 
As God breathed the spirit of life into the first man, the blind man is not healed until he washes in the waters of Silo-
am, a name that means "Sent." In the sacrament of Baptism Jesus has refreshed our souls. He has anointed our heads 
with the oil of Confirmation and spread the Eucharistic table before us. With the once-blind man, we enter His house

How & when to receive Communion – 
Tips                                    
Ensure you are not under ec-
clesiastical censure. Those who 
are under ecclesiastical censure, 
meaning they have been excom-
municated from the church and 
are in grave sins, cannot receive 
Communion. If you’re not sure 
whether you’re under censure, 
you’re probably not. It’s a big 
deal, and there’s no way you 
wouldn’t be told directly by the Church. Commun-
ion was started by Christ at the Last Supper. 
Before he was crucified, Jesus assembled his 
apostles for a meal, where he shared with them 
bread and wine. He said, “Take and eat; this is my 
body,” and “This is my blood of the covenant, which 
is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins.” 

Jesus instituted the Eucharist, or Communion, to 
share his grace, offer forgiveness for sins, and re-
main physically with us on earth. These words are 
echoed by the priest during the transubstantiation 
at Mass. Do you know that receiving communion 
often helps us to keep our life in communion with 
the Lord and with his Body that is the Church? This 
is also a great help to keep us clean from venial 
sins.
