Lazarus represents all humanity. He stands for "dead man"—for all those Jesus loves 
and wants to liberate from the bands of sin and death. Like the man's birth in blind-
ness, Lazarus' death is used by Jesus to reveal "the glory of God". Jesus' words and 
deeds give life to those who believe. If we believe, we will see that He calls us out of 
death and into new life. He has opened the graves that we may rise, put His Spirit in 
us that we may live. The same Spirit that raised Jesus from the dead will give life to 
us.

How & when to receive Communion: 
Tips                                    
 

Communion was taken 
like a regular meal for a 
while. In the early Church, 
believers would gather for 
a Communion that more 
closely resembled a regu-
lar meal, where bread and 
wine were blessed and 
shared around a table. This 
practice changed and morphed, and the lit-
urgy and ceremony developed around 150 
AD. Communion was preceded by many 
related rituals and events. Both the Old 
and New Testaments are full of 
“foreshadowing” for the Eucharist. The Isra-
elites sacrificed a lamb at Passover and 
made unleavened bread. Thousands of 
years later, we acknowledge Jesus as the 
sacrificial lamb that saves us and eat our 
own form of unleavened bread in his 
memory. God provided manna for the Israel-
ites as they wandered the desert in exile. 
Jesus multiplied the fish and loaves to feed 
the crowd during the Sermon on the Mount.
