How & when to receive  
Communion - Tips  
If you accidentally drop the host 
(the Body of Christ) while re-
ceiving it, don’t panic! It hap-
pens. Different dioceses have 
different procedures but always 
follow the priest’s lead or you 
may pick it up and consume. 
When you're taking commun-
ion, do not talk to other people 
in the line. Whisper if you abso-
lutely need to say something, but don't break the 
silence if you can. If you are handed the host, it's 
important to eat it right away. Don't try to take it 
back to your seat to eat. Generally, avoid chew-
ing the host vigorously or with your mouth open, 
which is seen as disrespectful in some parishes.
