Rituals connected to Jesus: Tradition 
tells us that all seven 
sacraments were in-
stituted by Christ 
and that each of 
them has a real foun-
dation in the life and 
ministry of Jesus. 

For example, Baptism calls to mind the 
baptism of Jesus in the Jordan and the 
way Jesus gathered a community around 
himself. It also reminds us of the com-
mand of the risen Lord to preach the gos-
pel and to baptize those who believe. In 
the same way, the Eucharist reminds us 
of the Last Supper. Thus, Sacraments are 
special occasions for experiencing God's 
saving presence. For example, through the 
ceremony of Baptism, some people are en-
tering the Christian community while oth-
ers are supporting and welcoming them in-
to the Christian community. In Matrimony 
and Ordination ceremonies, people are 
likewise undergoing important changes in 
their relationships with others through 
the very process of the ceremony.
