What are the Sacraments? Sacraments are 
seven religious rituals or 
Church ceremonies in the 
Catholic, Orthodox and An-
glican/Episcopal tradi-
tions.  The Latin word sac-
ramentum is a translation of 
the Greek word “mysterion,” 
meaning "a sign of the sa-

cred."  So, the sacraments are ceremonies that 
point to what is sacred and important for Chris-
tians. There are also many other sources of 
God’s grace. That is why both the universal re-
demption of Christ and the possibility of salva-
tion for each person are maintained by the 
Church against various Christian 
sects.  However, many Protestants count only 
two rituals—Baptism and Communion—as equiva-
lent to “sacraments”. The Catechism defines a 
sacrament as “a visible sign, instituted by Christ, 
to give grace." The Catechism of the Catholic 
Church ties together the many meanings of sac-
raments thus: "The sacraments are efficacious 
signs of grace, instituted by Christ and entrust-
ed to the Church. The visible rites by which the 
sacraments are celebrated signify and make pre-
sent the graces proper to each sacrament. They 
bear fruit in those who receive them with the 
required dispositions” (#1131)
