Suddenly, however, she saw herself be-
ing chased by a wolf. She ran and ran, out of breath and with her heart in her throat, when, now doomed, she 
felt herself lifted into the arms of the Shepherd who had anxiously sought her out and, found her, brought 
her to safety. The Shepherd would not repair the hole in the fence.

Biblical basis, formula & actions, ministers and 
effects of sacraments. 
BAPTISM: “Baptism is a 
Sacrament which cleanses 
us from original sin, 
makes us Christians, chil-
dren of God, and heirs of 
heaven” (BC). "Baptism is 
the sacrament of regen-
eration through water in 
the word" (CCC  #1213). 
Biblical basis: Matt 28:19 - Jesus commissions 
the apostles: "Go and make disciples of all na-
tions, baptizing them in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit"; John 
3:22; 4:1-2 - Jesus' first disciples baptize other 
disciples; Acts 2:38-41; 10:47-48 - new believers 
are baptized "in the name of Jesus" by Peter & 
others; (not just Jesus' own baptism: Mark 1:9-
11 & par.) Central formula: "I baptize you in the 
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the 
Holy Spirit."(the "Trinitarian Formula," from 
Matt 28:19). Central action: The candidate is 
immersed in water, or water is poured over the 
candidate's head. Effects: Original sin & other 
sins forgiven; becomes a child of God, an heir of 
heaven and a member of the Church. Ministers: 
Bishops, Priests, Deacons; any Christians (in case 
of urgent need).
