EUCHARIST: “The Holy Eucharist is the Sacra-
ment which contains the body 
and blood, soul and divinity, 
of our Lord Jesus Christ un-
der the appearances of bread 
and wine." (BC). "To prepare 
for worthy reception of this 
sacrament, the faithful 
should observe the fast re-

quired in their Church. Bodily demeanor 
(gestures, clothing) ought to convey the respect, 
solemnity, and joy of this moment when Christ 
becomes our guest." (CCC #1387). "Anyone con-
scious of a grave sin must receive the sacrament 
of Reconciliation before coming to commun-
ion" (CCC #1385). Biblical basis: Mark 14:22-25; 
Matt 26:26-30; Luke 22:14-23; 1 Cor 11:23-25 - 
Jesus' "Last Supper" with his disciples; John 6: 
48-58 - the end of the Bread of Life discourse: 
"eat my flesh; drink my blood"; Luke 24:35; Acts 
2:42 - Christians gather for the "Breaking of 
the Bread." Central formula: "This is my body... 
This is my blood..." (the "Words of Institution" 
from the Last Supper). Central action: The 
bread and wine are blessed/consecrated by the 
minister and received/shared by the communi-
cants. Effects: Being spiritually nourished by 
Christ's body and blood; being united ("in com-
munion") with Christ and other believers. Minis-
ters: Bishops or Priests.
