Catholics know what is 
going to happen next. 
One of the basic, dis-
tinctive marks of our 
way of praying is ritual: 
We do things repeated-
ly. When the priest says, 
“The Lord be with you,” without any 
thought or hesitation the congregation 
responds, “And with your Spirit.” The 
priest says, “Let us pray,” and the congre-
gation stands up. Our daily lives have 
their rituals also: There are set ways of 
greeting people, eating, responding to a 
text. And when we are accustomed to a 
certain way of doing things we seldom ask 
why we do it that way. In the Eucharist, 
too, we have many ritual actions which we 
perform without asking why.
